	1.  _____The colony was founded by Roger Williams after he was kicked out of the Massachusetts colony due to his religious beliefs.

2.  _____ This colony was given to William Penn in 1681 by King Charles II of Great Britain.

3.  _____ At one time this colony was known as the “Upper Province” of Massachusetts.

4.  _____ Charles Town in this colony became the major trade center for the southern colonies.

5.  _____ This colony had to defeat the Pequot Indian tribe in order to keep their lands.

6.  _____ This was the last of the English colonies of the New World.

7.  _____ This colony originated in Plymouth and included settlers from the famous ship the “Mayflower” who celebrated the 1st Thanksgiving in 1620.

8.  _____ James Oglethorpe received a royal charter to start this colony in 1732.

9.  _____ Peter Minuit paid Native Americans $24 in trinkets for the land that would become this colony’s largest city.

10.  _____ The most important city in the 13 colonies was found in this colony, which was settled heavily by Quakers and German immigrants.

	11.  _____ This colony was originally founded by John Mason in 1622, but didn’t become an “independent” colony until 1741. 

12.  _____ Quakers purchased this colony from Lord Berkeley and Sir George Carteret.

13.  _____ This colony was purchased by the same man who controlled Pennsylvania so that he could have a port for both colonies.  

14.  _____ In 1664, the British sent in their navy to claim this colony for Great Britain.  

15.  _____This colony was noted for being one of the few British colonies to be predominately Catholic.
 
16.  _____ This colony was formed by Reverend Thomas Hooker who wrote what is sometimes called the first Constitution of America.

17.  _____ This colony would later become the “1st State of the United States” because it ratified the Constitution first.

18.  _____ Jamestown, part of this colony, was a famous settlement due to attacks by the Powhatan tribe and John Rolfe’s tobacco farming.

	19.  _____ Puritans settled in this colony and were known for not being tolerant of other religions.  

20.  _____ A 100 year border dispute erupted between Maryland, Pennsylvania and this colony in the 1700s. 

21.  _____This colony was originally called New Amsterdam because it was settled by the Dutch.

22.  _____ John Haynes was the first governor of this colony.

23.  _____Williamsburg, a city in this the largest colony, was one of the most important cities in the 13 colonies.

24.  _____ This colony was known for its acceptance of many different religious groups including, Quakers, Jews, Huguenots, Puritans, and Baptists.

25.  _____ These two colonies were originally one colony named after King Charles II.  (2 answers)

26.  _____ In 1665 Sir John Yeamans established a permanent settlement in this colony along the Cape Fear River.

27.  _____This colony had a very similar founding experience to that of New York, but it was called New Netherland rather than New Amsterdam.

28.  _____ John Locke wrote the Fundamental Constitution for this colony in 1669.  

29.  _____This colony was named after King Charles I’s wife.

30.  _____This colony included the first English settlement in America, Roanoke Island.
